In accordance with the Education Code and Title 5 Regulations, the District has 
established a grading policy which adds the “P” (pass) and “NP” (no pass) grades to the 
standard letter grades (A, B, C, D, F) used in colleges and universities.  Courses in 
which a “P” (pass) grade is earned will apply toward the 60 semester units required for 
graduation, but will not affect the student's grade point average.  A maximum of 12 
semester units of “P” (pass) may be attempted and applied toward the Associate in Arts 
Degree. A course in which a “NP” (no pass) grade is earned will not apply toward 
graduation and will not affect the student's grade point average.  An excess number of 
“NP” (no pass) grades may affect the student's academic standing.
