Subject: Acceptance of the Grant Award Notification Formula Revision and Agreement
for CARES Act Higher Education Emergency Relief Fund (HEERF) — Minority
Serving Institutions — from the U.S. Department of Education for the Chabot —
Las Positas Community College District, Chabot College

Background: Chabot College has received a third allocation with increased funding from the
HEERF and Economic Security CARES Act. As a Hispanic-Serving Institution (HSI) and an
Asian American Native American Pacific Islander-Serving Institution (AANAPISI), the CARES
Act HEERF funding for Minority Serving Institutions allows Chabot College to use this award to
defray expenses incurred by the College, including lost revenue, reimbursement for expenses
already incurred, technology costs associated with a transition to distance education, faculty and
staff trainings, and payroll. The College may also use this award for grants to students for any
component of the student’s cost of attendance, including food, housing, course materials,
technology, health care, and child care. Expenses must have been first incurred on or after March
13, 2020, the date of the Proclamation of National Emergency.

Chabot College's latest CARES HEERF-MSI allocation revisions/increases are as follows:

e GAN_P4251.200454-20A reflects the first revision/increase of $2,779

e GAN_P4251.200454-20B reflects the 2nd revision/increase of $574,584

e GAN_P4251.200454 (Administrative Action 4) reflects these two increases combined
along with the original GAN of $295,014, but with an updated budget period until
February 14, 2022

e This award, including the previously approved amounts, totals $872,377

Recommended Action: That the Board of Trustees approve this agreement from the U.S.
Department of Education to Chabot College in the total amount of $872,377 for the budget
period of June 11, 2020 through February 14, 2022. It is further recommended that the Board
authorize the Vice Chancellor, Business Services, to approve the agreement on behalf of the
District.
