Counseling services are an essential part of the educational mission of the District. 
 
The Chancellor shall assure the provision of counseling services including academic, 
career, mental health, and personal counseling that is related to the student's education. 
 
Counseling shall be required for all first-time students enrolled for more than six units, 
students enrolled provisionally, and students on academic or progress probation. 
The District shall provide counseling, advising, and other educational planning with the 
goal of providing students with the support services necessary to assist them in 
achieving their educational goal and identified course of study.
