The District offers quality distance and correspondence education to its students.   
 
Distance education uses technologies to deliver instruction to students who are 
separated from the instructor(s) and to support regular and substantive interaction 
between the students and the instructor(s), either synchronously or asynchronously 
through the District approved Learning Management System (LMS). 
 
Correspondence education allows students who are separated from the district, college, 
and instructor to correspond through provided instructional course materials by mail or 
electronic transmission, including examinations on the materials. Interaction between 
the instructor and student is limited due to separation, is not regular and substantive, 
and is primarily initiated by the student. 
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
